Chief Operating Officer University to study civil engineering. There he would become one of the seven founding members of
Alpha Phi Alpha, the oldest Greek letter fraternity organized originally for black men. He would return to

Troy after college to become not only the first African American engineer registered in New York State,
but one of Troy's leading civic and social leaders in the 1940's and one of the major proponents of race
Osbourne McKay relations.
